This level is not
suitable for anyone who has studied Irish
at school. By the end of the course
participants will have learnt how to
engage in simple everyday interactions
and will have acquired a basic knowledge
of grammar.

Elementary (A2)

Suitable for people who have attended a
few beginners classes or who already have
basic Irish (e.g. they can greet people,
introduce themselves). As with the
beginners level, the emphasis is on
developing speaking and listening skills
and grammar is taught in context for the
most part.

Lower Intermediate (B1)

Suitable for people who studied Irish at
school, who understand a great deal of
the language but have had few
opportunities to use it in recent years.
The emphasis is on developing speaking
and listening skills but students are also
given a chance to read and to write the
language. Grammar is taught in context,
as it is required.

Upper Intermediate (B2)

Suitable for people who are comfortable
speaking Irish and who use the language
from time to time — in a social context, for
example. Participants have an
opportunity to extend their vocabulary
and to learn more about Irish grammar.
The topics discussed in class are more
challenging than those covered at the
Lower Intermediate level and there is also
a greater emphasis on reading.

Participants have an
opportunity to add to their vocabulary
and range of idiomatic expressions and to
improve their grammar. A wide range of
topics is discussed in the classes.

Advanced 2 (C2)

Advanced 2 is suitable for those who
already have a good knowledge of Irish
but who wish to discuss a wide range of
topics and to read and write the language
on a regular basis. Participants have an
opportunity to learn useful idiomatic and
colloquial expressions and to add to their
knowledge of grammar.

Public Sector training
Since 2005, Gaelchultir has been provid-
ing specialised Irish language training

to state bodies covered by the Official
Languages Act 2003. Most of the
company’s training is aimed at front-line
staff who are in regular contact with the
public and the aim of the courses is to
enable those staff members to provide
customer service through Irish. We have
also developed courses for staff members
who need to reach a high level of
competency in Irish to enable them to
work through the language.

The company’s approach to course
development

When a government body contacts us
regarding in-house Irish language train-
ing, we immediately meet with that
organisation in order to ascertain what its
needs are.
